At a special
Congregational Meeting on January 27, 2002, we voted to
schedule two services every Sunday during the regular
church year starting in September 2002.
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    AT THE MOMENT …

I was surprised.
   Erika and I flew east in June. Our son Damon was
graduating from a year of service in the Boston inner
city. I looked forward to re-connecting with old friends
and acquaintances. I was surprised at how little pull
those old relationships had. There are a few dear friends
I miss, to be sure. But as nice as it was to see other
folks, I was surprised at how much the center of my life
had truly shifted to California.

   We had a half-dozen deaths in the congregation this
summer. Some of them I sadly expected. Others caught
me completely off guard.
   In late July I did a weeklong meditation retreat. It took
three or four days for my mind to settle from its usual
tornado to a few puffy clouds. Sadness, yearning,
violent images, and all kinds of surprising stuff arose
and dissolved in that sweet spaciousness. I found
myself sitting for two and three hours at a stretch. That
was unexpected!
   I had some trepidation about shifting from the relative
freedom of vacation and study-leave to the busy-ness
of the church. When I walked into my office I had five
inches of paper mail and 500 emails. I expected the mail.
But I did not expect how good it felt to be back.
   I’m grateful for surprises: the happy and the sad ones.
When I stop experiencing them it will be time to nail the
coffin shut.

  This fall the church will bring new things for all of us.
We are adding a second Sunday service at 9 a.m. I
expect it to be smaller and more intimate than our 11
o’clock service. Despite all our careful planning, I’m
sure unanticipated developments will pop up.
   This fall will also bring us some more female ministerial
energy in the person of Devorah Greenstein, our new
student intern. I look forward to the surprises she will
bring us.
   Much will be the same. But with several new projects,
shifts in existing programs, people going and new
people coming, there will be newness as well.
   Too much change provokes anxiety. Too little is
boring. But when it comes to surprises, life does not
consult us beforehand to see if we’re ready. It just
springs them on us!

    May we have the confidence to rest in the familiar and
be tickled by the unexpected.

May:  The “what do we cut so we can present a balanced
budget at the May Congregational Meeting?” crisis.
June:  The “what do we do about members who have not
paid  their pledge?” crisis and the beginning of the
 annual three-month “we’re running low on cash-flow” crisis.
